Legion of Mary

Our parish is fortunate to participate in the Legion of Mary which is the
largest lay Catholic group in the world. It was founded in Ireland in 1921 by
Frank Duff. A local group is called praesidium and is named after titles of
Our Lady. Our parish group is called the Immaculate Conception
Praesidium. It meets weekly from 9:00 through 10:30 AM in the Jackson
room of Mary’s Chapel in the lower Church. Members grow in their faith
through prayer and active cooperation in Mary’s and the Church’s work.
They participate in the life of the parish through visitation of families,
consolation of the sick and activities that promote conversation and the
preservation of the faith.

All parishioners are invited to join the Legion in their Monthly Prayer with
Mary after the 8:30 AM. Mass on the second Saturday of the month. Most
months this includes praying the rosary and a short reflection on a Marian
theme. Details of the exact dates and themes are published in the Sunday
bulletin. Everyone is invited to pray the rosary with the Legion after the
8:30 AM daily Mass on Monday through Saturday and on Sunday mornings
at 10:00 AM in Mary’s Chapel. Members encourage parishioners to welcome
a Pilgrim statue of the Blessed Virgin Mary in their homes for a one week
period.

We also welcome our parish youth in grades 5-8 to participate in the Junior
Legion of Mary. Our local group is called the Holy Mary Queen of Angels
Praesidium. Meetings are held weekly for one hour. Activities may include
visiting nursing homes, altar serving, assisting at CCD and guiding our
young school children in their Rosary Club.

The Children’s Liturgy of the Word is a special program celebrated for the
children of the parish during the 9:00 AM. Sunday Mass from September
through June. Just before the First Reading at Mass, the celebrant calls for
the children to gather together and dismisses them to Mary’s Chapel to
hear God’s Word in a simpler and more child-friendly and focused way.
The main reason for dismissing the children is to give them an opportunity
to listen and respond to the readings in a smaller setting where they can
explore God’s true meaning in their heart. It gives the children an
opportunity to be active and moving without disturbing those around
them. The Gospel is read to them from a Children’s Lectionary and the
leader of the day will discuss the important parts of the reading and
explain how it relates to the children. It gives the children an opportunity
to express their thoughts and ideas about the world in which we live and
how God fits into their world. The children are then dismissed and rejoin
the congregation for the celebration of the Eucharist. We are always
looking for lay ministers to assist with this very important program.
